Background: The continually increasing plastic waste generation and its
mismanagement are among the country's biggest environmental challenges.
However, the data on solid and plastic waste generated from our cities is
inconsistent and lacks standard methodology to develop a solid and plastic waste
inventory. This data gap increases the challenge of developing proper infrastructure
and systems for managing waste. Experience worldwide shows that developing a
waste management system without an accurate inventory is like ‘shooting in the
dark.' It is, therefore, essential to develop solid and plastic waste inventory to
understand their composition, quantity, and characteristics for better management.

Objective: To share the findings of the ‘Baseline Assessment work carried out in
Haridwar and Rishikesh and present the India-specific methodology developed for
carrying out solid and plastic waste inventory, which has been successfully tested on
ground.
